Additional Helpful Hints

Batteries: Put single-use batteries in a plastic bag to prevent leakage in landfills. Hazardous-waste collection
sites and Radio Shack stores accept rechargeable batteries.

Junk Mail: Paper, paper, paper. We can't get away from it. Or can we... Try a few of these helpful hints to
stop junk mail from finding you.

Next time you move, don't fill out a change of address form at the Post Office—directly contact
everyone yourself.

List your telephone number in your local directory without an address or get an unlisted number.
Don't send in product registration cards.
Don't use stores’ “buyer’s club” card when making purchases.

Call the customer service number on unwanted catalogs and ask to have your name removed from
their mailing list.

When unwanted mail comes with a postage paid envelope, use it to return the mailing label along
with a written request to remove your name from the organization's mailing list.

When contacting a company that is already sending you unwanted mail, be sure to use the exact
name and address that is on the label you receive. You'll improve your chances of getting your
name removed when the information is an exact match.

Medications: Ask at your local pharmacy if it will properly dispose of old medications for you.

Magazines: Don't use magazines as a fire starter in your fireplace. They contain toxic chemicals that shouldn't
be released into the air.

Paint: Let latex paint dry and put it out with your regular trash. Mix in cat litter or sand to dry up cans more than
a quarter full. Take oil-based paints to waste-collection centers.
